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Appendix: Preliminary engagement meetings with JF Miyagi and JF Ishikawa office personnel

As part of our project, we conducted key informant interviews with representatives from both the
headquarters and branch offices of JF Miyagi. These discussions focused on the impacts of the 2011
Great East Japan Earthquake on fishing communities and their overall well-being. The insights gained
from these interviews provide critical lessons learned from the disaster, which can inform and enhance
response and recovery strategies in anticipation of the upcoming 2024 Noto Peninsula Earthquake. This
information is especially relevant for strengthening disaster preparedness and resilience within Japan’s
fisheries sector.

Due to the significant effects of recent natural disasters, we have decided to postpone the planned
household surveys in the Noto Peninsula. Many of the affected households are currently unable to
participate in interviews. As a result, we have extended the project timeline from the fiscal years 2024-25

to 2025-26 to allow for data collection after receiving final confirmation from the JF Ishikawa office.
